Bainbridge College is fortunate to have Jeffery Ross as a faculty 

member in the Associate Degree in Nursing (ADN) Program. 
When he started college, he planned to teach history. However, he developed a 

love for nursing when he had to opportunity to care for sick relatives. He said he 

never realized that most nurses were women until he noticed he was the only man 

in his nursing courses. Here is what he says about his chosen career: 

“The benefits of nursing are emotional satisfaction plus fulfillment in career 

and financial terms. Disadvantages are working long hours, working holidays, 

and, of course, stress. However, the benefits outweigh the disadvantages. My ad-

vice to men considering this field is know that it is mentally, physically, and 

emotionally draining, but that making a difference in someone’s life is more re-

warding than one could every imagine.” (continues inside)

Stereo-

types of nurses being white females seem to persist less as the number of minori-

ties in nursing, including men, has gradually increased.”

There is a large employment demand in 

this career field (GA Dept. of Labor). 

RNs earn an average hourly wage of 

about $22 and must have an associate’s 

degree. LPNs about $17/hour and must 

complete post-secondary vocational 

training. 

RNs and LPNs are two of GA’s top jobs, 

grouped by most expected annual open-

ings for 2008-2009 by the state labor 

department. LPNs are expected to have 

470 new positions and 630 job replace-

ments. RNs are expected to have 1,780 

new positions and 850 job replacements. 

 

Non-traditional occupations for men 

are career fields in which men com-

prise less than 25% of the workforce. 

Non-traditional occupations for 

women are fields in which they com-

prise less than 25% of the workforce 

(U.S. Dept. of Labor). 

People do not always consider non-

traditional occupations, but they 

should because it increases potential 

employment opportunities.
