The fact that illegal parking may have been
brief does not serve as an excuse or as a
special circumstance.

Failure to answer promptly regarding a cita-
tion may result in one or more of the follow-

ing:
Withholding of academic transcripts;

Parking Permits Required

Parking permits are required for all vehicles
on campus. Bainbridge College students, BC
faculty and staff shall obtain their parking
permits from the Business Office during regu-
lar business hours. Check the web for current
hours, www.bainbridge.edu. See below for
information on temporary permits.

The permit shall be affixed to the vehicle’s
interior rearview mirror in a readily viewable
manner. For a motorcycle, it shall be affixed
to the windshield or the handlebar. Faculty
and staff with an older version window decal
must display it in the front window so that the
decal is clearly visible from the front.

The person the parking permit is registered to
is responsible for all violations
by vehicles using that permit.

Permits are valid for the fall,
spring, and summer terms of
an academic year.

There is a charge for additional
or replacement permits. See Business Office
for details.

All fines incurred for a student’s permit must
be paid before a new academic year. No
grades will be given until all fines are paid.

Parking permits are the property of Bain-
bridge College and must be turned in should
the owner terminate association with the Col-
lege.

Temporary Visitor Permits

Visitors may obtain one-day permits at the
Business Office or from Security.

Fines: See details are on back cover.

Towing

Any vehicle that appears to be abandoned or
creates a fire/safety hazard will be towed at
the owner’s expense.

Any vehicle that has 5 or more traffic/parking
violations will be towed at owner’s expense.

Requlations

All vehicle operators are responsible for
finding a legal parking space. Weather
conditions or inconvenience is not an ex-
cuse for violating parking regulations.

No vehicle is to be driven or parked on
Bainbridge College property in a manner
that will damage grounds, landscaping or
facilities.

No unauthorized vehicle will be parked at/
on a yellow curb, fire lane, sidewalk, walk-
way, driveway, loading zone, grass or
seeded area.

No vehicle will be parked in a No Parking
Zone or area closed off by signs, barri-
cades or an area not designated as a
parking area.

No vehicle will be parked in such a man-
ner as to obstruct traffic or parking in any
area that is not designated as a parking
area.

The speed limit is 20 miles per hour on

main campus, 10 mph at BC Early County.

All pedestrians have the right of way.

Loss of Driving &
Parking Privileges

Bainbridge College regards a person’s use of
a motor vehicle as a privi-
lege that may be revoked
for cause. Some specific
reasons for which a person
may lose the privilege of
operating a motor vehicle
on Bainbridge College prop-

erty are

Driving under the influence of alcohol
and/or drugs,

Failure to demonstrate responsible be-
havior toward College regulations,

Failure to settle — satisfactorily — notices
of traffic/parking violation,

Excessive traffic/parking violations.

( Parking Appeals )

Any person — faculty, staff, student, or visitor
— who receives a traffic/parking ticket has the
right of appeal. Any individual who is dissatis-
fied with a ticket must appeal to the Business
Office within 3 days from the date of the ticket.
Relief will be given only in extreme circum-
stances. Ignorance of regulations is no ex-
cuse. Note: Security personnel issuing traffic/
parking citations do not have the authority to
arbitrate citations.
